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KEY FACTORS IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF RURAL AREAS: ECO-
NOMIC, SOCIAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL ASPECTS

The article examines the economic, social and ecological factors that affect the development
of rural areas.

Rural areas play an important role in ensuring the country s economic development and con-
tribute to the preservation of natural resources and national traditions and cultural values of a par-
ticular region, which together constitute national wealth.

In modern conditions, rural areas face numerous challenges, among which problems related
to economic, social and environmental aspects come to the fore. Such features require the search
Jor effective solutions to support communities located in rural areas, strengthen their economic
potential and preserve ecological balance.

The distribution of rural territories by regions of Ukraine was analyzed and it was established
that rural territories occupy 84.6% of the total area of the territory of Ukraine.
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An analysis of the economic aspects of the development of rural areas was carried out in the
study of the share of the gross regional product in the total and the index of the physical volume of
the gross regional product per person. In an economic sense, the higher the gross regional product
per person, the higher the level of economic activity and productivity in the region.

A comparison of the share of rural areas in the total area of the region and the share of the
gross regional product in the overall result provides information about the interdependence that
exists between these two indicators.

The relationship between economic, social and ecological indicators that ensure the develop-
ment of rural areas is presented. We believe that the study of these aspects will allow us to develop
effective strategies to increase the vitality of rural communities and contribute to the sustainable
development of regions in the future.
